A sailor uniform is a must-draw school uniform!

Sailor Uniform



Scan for a video tutorial



1 Start drawing guidelines for the face, upper body, and legs. You can
draw lightly.



2 The shape of the sailor colors is like a pizza slice.



3 Then you draw a scarf or ribbon. A scarf is a classic style. Don’t
forget to add fabric wrinkle lines.



4 Draw the sleeves and the top of the uniform. Make sure it’s bigger
than the guidelines. Then add fabric wrinkle lines.



5 Finish drawing the arms and hands.



6 Draw a pleated skirt. The shape of the skirt is like an open
umbrella.



7 The knees are smaller than the thighs.



8 Draw the outline of the shoes, which look like raindrops.

SHOES

This is my middle school uniform in Japan!

 

High School Uniform with Knitted Vest





1 Start with guidelines. Her upper body will be longer than a tween’s
body.



2 Draw colors and add fabric wrinkle lines.



3 Draw strings and a bow underneath the collar. Another option is a
tie, which is a cool look.



4 The shoulder part of the vest sticks out a little bit. The lines
around her stomach area are round.



5 Draw long sleeves. The fabric will be bunched up around her
elbows. Add fabric wrinkles.



6 Draw a skirt, which is slightly wide and open.



7 Draw her legs. Start drawing the outline of the shoes, then draw
detailed lines.

Sporty Casual



1 Draw guidelines. Her left hand is holding a backpack.



2 Draw a hoodie, which wraps her neck. Add strings.



3 Draw a long sleeve and top. Make sure the shape around the wrist
and waist is round.



4 Draw the left sleeve. The elbow area is round and thicker than the
guideline.



5 Draw her hands.



6 Add the backpack straps.



7 Draw the bottom part of her T-shirt and her right leg.



8 Draw her left leg. Make sure the height of both knees is the same.
Lastly, draw the outline of the shoes and then add detailed lines.

Leggings and an oversized hoodie with a

Harajuku logo are must-have items! An oversized
outfit is very useful and kawaii to draw! You can
add any logos or kawaii graphics to make a one-

7 Draw both shoes. Follow the guides.



8 Erase the guidelines and draw a skateboard or something else if
you want to.



9 Add some colors and logos at the end.

body size is very similar to a tween girl’s but
slightly different. The key will be baggy and
